What is an activity schedule?

An activity schedule is a step by
step visual guide to completing
tasks independently.

It is a list of activities that need
to be completed in sequence.

The visual picture cues the
person to perform each task in
the sequence of activities.

Each step is checked off as it is
completed.

Why use activity schedules?

Activity schedules are used for
individuals with disabilities to:

1.Increase independence
(Chapter Two - Routines).

2.Make transitions easier by
setting clear and consistent
expectations (Chapter Three -
Tackling Problem Behavior).

3.Teach new skills (Chapter
Four - Skills To Teach).

What is a choice board?

A similar visual aid is called a
choice board. A choice board
contains a set of activities that
are similiar in nature that the
user can choose from.

Choice boards are visual
reminders of what choices are
available.

Like activity schedules, choice
boards help structure time and
help a learner engage his time
appropriately.

Problem: Tyler is sitting on the
couch, doing nothing.

Solution: Have Tyler select an
activity from the Play Inside
choice board

The pictures on the visual
choice board "remind" Tyler of
what activities are available.

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Embedded ChoiceBoards

Choice boards can be used
alone or embedded in an
activity schedule.

When choice boards are
embedded in an activity
schedule, they add variety and
the ability to choose to the
activity schedule.

Embed the choice board After
school snacks into the activity
schedule After school routine

The learner can choose the
snack he wants.

If the learner is using the
schedule interactively on the
computer using
www.joeschedule.com
the choice board will appear as
a selection box.

The learner presses the down
arrow and can scroll through
the choices before making his
selection.

Jake has to select another
activity from the choice board.

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Rewards

Using rewards is an important part of using activity schedules. Rewards are used to
motivate the learner to follow the activity schedule.

You can put the reward at the
end of a schedule.

Reward at end

Put on your
pajamas.

The learner can select a reward
from a reward choice board.

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Embedded Rewards

You can embed rewards into
your schedule.

Problem: Ben gives Mom a
hard time when it's time to do
his homework.

Solution: Embed rewards into
Ben's schedule. Put least
preferred activities before more
preferred activities to increase
motivation.

Have dessert.

Embedded rewards

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Rewards - Working For

You can explicitly state what reward the learner is Working For .

My Morning Routine Working for

Wake up. 30 minutes of
computer time

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Token ExchangeBoard

You can use a token exchange board and have the learner earn tokens. The tokens can
be exchanged immediately for a reward that equals one token or the tokens can be
accumulated and exchanged for a reward of higher currency.
